· Mastitis is a bacterial infection of the udder. Mastitis may be
· Grade 1 / Mild = Milk is abnormal (chunks, clots, flakes, pus)
· Grade 2 / Moderate = Milk is abnormal, plus udder is inflamed (red, hot, hard, swollen, painful)
· Grade 3 / Severe = Cow is systemically ill (fever, dehydration, weakness, off-feed)
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Criteria for treatment
· “Three Strikes” Rule: If a cow has been treated 3 times in the same quarter in the same lactation she is no longer eligible for treatment and is considered chronic. Options for cows with chronic mastitis:
· Keep milking, but discard milk when abnormal, or when SCC is high 
· DNB and Cull as soon as possible
· Dry off the chronic quarter
· Early dry-off (cows that are pregnant, late DIM, low production)
· Cows with concurrent illness (pneumonia, diarrhea, lameness), low production, or other issues should be considered for culling following any meat withhold.
