EXAMPLE ONLY – modify the order, add pictures and add/remove steps to customize for your dairy. 

1. Empty the receiver jar(s) of milk.
2. Shut down the milking system.
3. Change over pipes to wash cycle position. 
4. Change the milk filter(s). Use a clean filter for the wash cycle.
5. Clean the exterior surface of all milking units with hot, soapy water and a brush. Focus on vent holes and the liner heads. Check each unit for holes or tears in rubber tubes, plugged vents, and liner twists.
6. Set milking units into jetter cups.
7. Switch controls to WASH.
8. Ensure that wash chemicals are dispensing correctly, or manually add the correct amount.
9. After the wash cycle starts, walk through the parlor to make sure cleaning solution is circulating and all hoses and connections are secure.
10. Wash downs parlor walls, floors, and equipment surfaces with a power washer or foamer.
11. Clean out teat dip equipment and check or refill any dip containers.
12. Communicate any broken equipment or maintenance needs to the appropriate person.
13. Transfer mastitis records to software, or to the herd manager.
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
